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Shire Reports

Council will meet on April 8 to vote on the
proposed construction of accommodation units at
the Cue Road House. The issue was on the
March agenda but we deferred decision to
ensure all councillors had an opportunity to
understand every aspect of the matter and to
fully consult with the community.

This is the first time whilst I have been on
Council that a development application has come
before us ...so a learning curve for us all. Any
proposal of this kind is evaluated against the
provisions of the Town Planning Scheme.

The T.P.S. is the only relevant legislation save
for our own policy on second hand dwellings.

The Town Planning Scheme covers questions
like:- is the area zoned appropriately? are the set
backs correct ? Are there enough car parking
spaces for the planned accommodation?

This application meets all the requirements of the
T.P.S except for a minor and easily fixed
discrepancy on some set backs. There is no
justifiable reason for Council to refuse the
application.

We can impose conditions; but again these must
be legal,sensible,and enforceable. Our E.H.O/
Building officer has listed a number of conditions
and the Deputy President has suggested the
development must rely upon "mains power" not
generators.

We have received written submissions from two
sources and we will consider the points raised to
see if any additional conditions should be
included.

On the subject of submmissions.As a Council,
we are always happy to receive them ,but please
don't leave them to the eleventh hour. The
residents most likely to be affected had been
sent a letter and it is disappointing they did not
respond more quickly as it is difficult for both the
administration and Council to react with a
properly researched response at the drop of a
hat.

The next step for the applicant is to submit a
building plan and it is that which will deal with
issues like:- Sewage, Fire hoses/extinguishers,
Materials of construction etc.The building permit
will be submitted by our Building Officer to the
Shire's Contract Building Surveyor and a permit
will be issued in due course. This permit will not
be issued until the applicant has satisfied the
Shire and the Department of Health via a Septic
Installation Application that all on site effluent can
be managed on the lot. Neither the Septic
Application nor the Building Permit will come
before Council.

To my mind the truly important issue is truck
parking in and around the roadhouse. This is an
issue for Council, Main roads, Roadhouse
owners and the Police. A meeting with the first
three of these parties is scheduled in
approximately six weeks time when I hope a plan
to alleviate the situation will be thrashed out.

As Shire President I am happy to comment on
major strategic items before Council and to
outline the major points of debate which went
into Council's decision. Obviously I have my own
opinion on what items are of interest, but of
course you may have other ideas. Perhaps
letters to the Editor would be a way of raising
issues and getting comment from Council and
Administration.

Just a reminder, we will once again observe
ANZAC day with a dawn service at the memorial
park, please check notice boards for details.

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Shire Reports

John McCleary is away on leave at this time
and I have stepped in as Acting Chief
Executive Officer for a three week period to
assist in keeping the Shire running
smoothly.

The future of the Cue – Beringarra Road is
under consideration by the Murchison and
Cue Shires and the Mitsubishi Group has
deposited funds with both parties to
compensate them as they assume
ownership of the road revenue and
responsibility for its condition. The Shire of
Cue is obtaining technical advice from
consulting engineers and at this stage
opinion favours the view that the most
economical outcome will be for the Shire to
engage a contractor to rip up the surface
and convent the material onto road base
and re instate the surface back to gravel.

Cue’s Town Planning process is continuing
and consideration is now being given to the
Cue Town Centre Streetscape Master Plan
Design. This report was presented to
Councilors at the 18th March Council
Meeting. The process will commence when
Council is satisfied that there are no
significant concerns with the principles and
objectives of the plan and formally adopted
by resolution of the Council. The plan will
then be made available for public comment
over a three week period and just to Council
for final adoption. After its final adoption the
document can be used to inform and
support the preparation of business cases to
obtain funding for individual projects
contained within the plan.

RSM Bird Cameron of Geraldton presented
its half yearly Budget Review report to the
March Meeting of Council. The report did not
confirm any adverse comments on the
financial position of the Shire and explained
to Council all of the significant variations to
the original budget document. It is always
comforting to know there have not been any
adverse trends developing and the existing
controls imposed by management are
working.

On 31st March I attended a Tourism
Workshop in Meekatharra and was
accompanied by Cr Ian Dennis, Ms. Ruth
Lee and Mrs. Angela Pickering. The focus of
the workshop was operating co-operatively
as members of the Murchison Upper
Gascoyne group. The Midwest Tourism
Development Strategy was also presented
to the Workshop as a common framework
for this region. I have enjoyed my short term
position at the Shire and John will return to
duty on Monday 7th April 2014

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MAJOR DEVELOPMENT APPLICATION FOR CUE
The Shire of Cue has received a Planning Application to upgrade the
facilites at the Cue Roadhouse.

For the information of residents the following is the basis of the application and the
residents submissions and council responses to same in regard to this application.

Submission from concerned local resident (neighbouring development)

Comment
The use of the lane way behind our house at Burt Place is something we don’t support, the
laneway is used as an access point by a number of people to ride off road vehicles out of the
town onto the dirt roads around the town site. Making this laneway a public access road to
access the accommodation block would restrict the ability of rate payers to exit the town site
without breaking WA road rules (such as driving an unregistered vehicle on the road).

Administration Comment
The laneway is proposed for vehicular traffic utilising the motel unit carpark and hence
would be limited to cars. TheROW is by definition a public access- way and the utilising
of it for the use of off road vehicles is a police matter as there would be no change to
the nature of the ROW itself.

Comment
The increase in trafficbehindourhouse isalsonotsupporteddue to thenoiseanddust itwould
create.

Administration Comment
As above, the laneway is proposed for vehicular traffic utilising the motel unit carpark
and hence would be limited to cars. A proposed condition of planning approval is that
the laneway be drained and sealed at the applicants expense back to Marshall St to
mitigate dust nuisance.

Comment
The laneway is a dirt road currently, and given the number of complaints about dust from the
service station already, the dirt lane being used as well would increase the dust levels further

Administration Comment
As above

Comment
The move of the workshop is not an issue.

Administration Comment
Noted
Comment
The accommodation block – ablutions. Will there be suitable sewerage system to
accommodate this level of accommodation. Any issues with sewerage are going to impact on
us directly (ie smell/ potential run off if it overflows)
Administration Comment
This is amatter to be addressed prior to the issue of a Building Permit and the applicant
has been made aware of the potential site limitations in this regard. Ultimately the
Department of Healthmust approve or not approve the septic installation with the Shire
making recommendation/s in that regard.
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Comment
Lighting – is the lighting going to be suitable and the candlepower low enough at night that
it does not interfere with people’s ability to sleep, or impact on nocturnal animals in the area;
Administration Comment
The lighting around the motel units, from photographs provided, is domestic in nature
and should cause no issues for nearby residents. No details of car park lighting have
been provided however the concern is noted and conditions on the Building Permit can
be included accordingly of Council may choose to include a condition of planning
approval to address this matter.
Proposed wording – Carpark Lighting is to be positioned such that no light spill
occurs into adjoining residential properties at the rear of the Roadhouse. The
lighting layout for the carpark is to be to the satisfaction of the CEO prior to
installation.
Comment
Asbestos – I’m assuming the house to the north of the service station is going to be knocked
down – has all appropriate testing for asbestos been carried out, and are suitably licensed
contractorsgoing todo thedemolition?Givenweare incloseproximity to thebuilding, Iwould
like reassurance that the demolition will be done correctly and the risks associated with
removing asbestos have beenmitigated so as to ensure our properties are not contaminated
by the debris/ fibres.
Administration Comment
There is no requirement to test for asbestos in relation to any demolition unless there
is disagreement about the presence of the same. Demolition licences are conditioned
such that all asbestoshas to be removedand transported in accordancewith legislative
requirements. The removal of larger quantities of asbestosmay only be undertaken by
licensed operators.

Submission – concerned local resident (not neighbouring development)
Comment
Request a noise and dust report on how they will control this.
Administration Comment
The proposed parking area and the ROW, if utilised are proposed to be sealed as a
condition of any approval. Issues in relation to noise may be pertinent to the use of the
ROW at night however this would only be for car access.
Comment
Make the traffic management and congestion their responsibility. (Must be shown how they
intend to control and provide room for all traffic. The plan only shows parking for one car per
unit.Whatare theygoing todowhen it’s adrill rigor road train thatwishes tostay in theunits?).
Administration Comment
The proposed parking area is in accordance with the TPS and one bay per unit is the
TPS requirement. Whilst the issues with respect to larger vehicles may be an issue
associated with the operation of the roadhouse it is a matter that the Shire and Main
Roads need to deal with separately via parking controls.
Comment
They must be responsible for making all large vehicles staying longer than the allowed time
in the parking bay opposite them to move to the overnight truck stop the Shire has for this
purpose. (e.g. Supply transport back and forth.).
Administration Comment
It is presumed that the assertion here is that the Roadhouse is responsible for making
larger vehicles move. Legislatively the Shire has no actual authority (the Shire has no
Parking Local Laws) to move vehicles on and the Roadhouse has no responsibility for
large vehicles parked on the public roadway.Whilst, anecdotally, trafficmanage issues
areprominent in theeyesof thecommunity the issues raisedareunrelated to thematter
before Council other than to the extent that parking is required for the units to be
approved.
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Comment
It should be fenced with high suitable fencing on the three sides joining the housing areas to
blockout asmuchnoise anddust as possible and to provide privacy for the housing. Plus this
would stop traffic encroaching onto Marshall Street Footpaths
Administration Comment
The Shire has no current fencing local laws but has adopted policy relating to fencing.
Fencing is typically limited to 1.8m in height. That said, it is presumed from the
statement that the fencing proposed would surround the whole roadhouse on three (3)
sides. Given that the planning proposal is to install the motel units on a portion of the
site it is difficult to see how such a planning condition would be reasonable in the
circumstances. The roadhouse owners have installed fencing within their property
facing onto Austin St to provide some barrier to traffic and its effects.
Comment
Theplan shows the lanewayasbeing apublicR.O.W. I believe its purpose is as service access
laneway for septics and fire protection not a ROAD for everyday traffic. This should be
enforced for the protectionof the housingbackingonto this laneway and theproposal should
show how all their traffic is going to get in and out without using the laneway.
Administration Comment
TheROW is a public accessway for the use of the public andwhilst typically this relates
to the owners of adjoining lots, the Roadhouse is one such owner and has proposed
utilizing the ROW in conjunction with the planning proposal.
Comment
All costs needed to Marshall Street and Austin Street must be at their expense not the
communities.
Administration Comment
Traffic management and costs associated with the same on public roadways are the
responsibility of Council and Main Roads Department. Whilst , anecdotally, traffic
manage issues are prominent in the eyes of the community the issues raised are
unrelated to the matter before Council other than to the extent that parking is required
for the units to be approved.
Comment
Big signage directing trucks so Marshall Street isn’t used as a road train parking and turning
area.
Administration Comment
The Shire has installed the current signage in discussions with Main Roads
Department.Whilst , anecdotally, trafficmanage issuesareprominent in theeyesof the
community the issues raised are unrelated to the matter before Council other than to
the extent that parking is required for the units to be approved.
Comment
Medium strip with trees in it to prevent truck corner cutting on Marshall Street.
Administration Comment
The issueswith trafficmanagement islandsandbarriershavebeenexploredbyCouncil
in consultation withMain RoadsDepartment. The issues of traffic island changes have
been specifically noted in the report as not subject of this report. As before, whilst ,
anecdotally, traffic manage issues are prominent in the eyes of the community the
issues raised are unrelated to the matter before Council other than to the extent that
parking is required for the units to be approved.
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Comment
Medium strip with trees in it to prevent trucks cutting the corner on Marshall Street
Administration Comment
The with traffic management islands and barriers have been explored by Council in
consultation with Main Roads Department.The issues of traffic island changes have
been specifically noted in the report as not subject of this report. As before, whilst
anecdotally, traffic manage issues are prominent in the eyes of the community the
issues raised are unrelated to the matter before Council other than to the extent that
parking is required for the units to be approved
Comment
Very defined in and outs of premises on Austin Street.
Administration Comment
As before, whilst anecdotally, traffic manage issues are prominent in the eyes of the
community, the issues raised are unrelated to the matter before Council other than
to the extent that parking is required for the units to be approved.
Comment
Report needed for theextra fire safety requiredbyhavingamotel on thesepremises.. e.g. can
fire brigade get to hydrants etc.;
Administration Comment
The issues of fire safety requirements will be dealt with at Building Permit stage
Comment
Question the complaints the Shire has had re lack of short term accommodation in Cue. Find
that hard to believe. May have been a problem when the construction of Silverlake was
happening but Perth has a lack of accommodation when major events are happening too.
Administration Comment
The decisions taken by business in relation to the provision of accommodation are not
a matter for Council. Council needs to make determination on the proposal in relation
to compliance or otherwise with the TPS.
Comment
Main roads should be requested to report to the Shire inwriting for the public to viewonwhat
their responsibility is re the Austin Street Highway. Any other Truck Stops and
accommodation I see along the highway and in cities have to be able to supply all the land
required for the parking of trucks they are servicing. This definitely isn’t happening in Cue
and now they wish to increase the volume of overnight stopping traffic.
Administration Comment
Council has receivednocomplaintsabout themechanical operationat theRoadhouse
and no objections to the proposed relocation. Themajority of truck traffic is roadtrains
stopping for short duration breaks, showers meals etc. Council can pursue further
traffic controls in discussions with Main Roads Department. As before whilst ,
anecdotally, traffic manage issues are prominent in the eyes of the community the
issues raised are unrelated to the matter before Council other than to the extent that
parking is required for the units to be approved.

.
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Comment
One would question the necessity for more short term accommodation in town as there is
already approx.. 295 rooms available at themoment. As the council by its policies are bound
to lookafter existing residents andbusiness’ aswell asnew, this proposal needsvery careful
attention and guidelines.
Administration Comment
Whilst the Council has a general role in terms of economic development it cannot
behave in a way that is anti- competitive, such as using its planning controls to restrict
a business proposal unless its decision is based on planning grounds. As before, the
decisions taken by business in relation to the provision of accommodation are not a
matter for Council. Council needs to make determination on the proposal in relation
to compliance or otherwise with the TPS.
Submission – concerned local residents in Burt Place
Comment
We the residents of Burt Place wish to strongly oppose the planning redevelopment of the
Cue Roadhouse. We have put up for years, the noise of trucks refueling, the freezer
compressors all through the night as well as the dust problem that we suffer from which we
have continually told council and its officers about.
Administration Comment
The objections and issues raised do not relate to the development proposal before
Council (i.e. motel units). The Shire is aware of the noise and dust issues associated
with truck traffic on Austin St and at the Cur Roadhouse. The Shire has previously
made substantial commitments to the sealing of the road verge to reduce dust
nuisance. Traffic management evaluation and proposals will be dealt separately as
theydonot relatedirectly toactivity on the lots themselvesother thanactualmovement
of large vehicles through the filling station and some parking on the lots.
Comment
The proposed alfresco dining should be closed by 10:30pm and we would strongly oppose
any alcohol being served.
Administration Comment
The implied suggestion here is that the alfresco area would be a source of noise
disturbance. This would be a matter for the Shire to deal with if there were regular
incidences of this type of activity. There is no proposal beforeCouncil relating to liquor
licensing. People are however permitted, at the owner/operators discretion, to
consumeb.y.o. alcohol on any private property.
Comment
These premises were originally classed as a garage and over a period of time it has grown
into a very large roadhouse without what appears to be much council involvement.
Administration Comment
The Shire’s TPS includes definitions for “Service Station” and “Petrol Filling Station”.
The Cue Roadhouse has operated as a Service Station including shop cafeteria and
restaurant for many years. The size of the business or hours of the operation are
matters beyond the control of Council and unrelated to the proposal before it.
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Comment
If this application is granted we would insist on the following conditions:

1. A 3 metre double brick wall the length of the laneway with the cavity in the wall filled with foam.
2. Our access gates from laneway be sound proofed
3. A curfew for all vehicles using the laneway between 9pm to 5am for the benefit of those who

live here.
4. The laneway must be hot mixed from one end to the other as we have lived with the dust from

the roadhouse long enough.
5. We need ring a road for all trucks over 100 tons and over sized loads to help prevent damage

to our main street and minimize structural damage to our heritage listed buildings in our town.
6. No trucks are to use the laneway.
7. Trucks should not use Council Verge to accessGarage as the verge was put there so the Town
people have a safe walking space from the highway.

Administration Comment
The conditions suggested if imposed are appealable and are unlikely to be seen as
reasonable in themajority. Vehicular traffic utilizing the lanewaywould be limited to cars
accessing themotel units (there is no proposal for trucks to utilize the laneway) and the
sealing requirement to the gateway has been included as a condition. Requiring the
proponent to seal a section of the laneway that is not proposed to be used by the
development would be unlikely to survive any appeal. Requiring sound engineering
controls for an existing situation that is not related to the proposed development (i.e.
motel units) is also unlikely to succeed. The Council could seek to implement a curfew
onuseof the lanewaybut thiswould be difficult to police andCouncil would need to bear
in mind that it is a public access way. Items 5 & 7 are unrelated to the development
proposal before Council and the report highlights that traffic management issues on
Austin St need to be dealt with separately.

Therewasalmost jubilationat theoutbreakofwar.Most
thought that thewarwouldbeall overbyChristmasand
men rushed to recruitingcentresbecause theydidn’twant

tomiss theexcitementandadventure.

Canadaoffered30,000men,Australiapledged20,000
andNewZealandalreadyhadcompulsorymilitary
training.For thewar inEurope,Australia raisedanew

armyof volunteers- theAustralian ImperialForce (theAIF).
Recruitingbeganwithindaysof thedeclarationofwar.

Thosewhowere tooyoung raised their ages-andmost
wereaccepted. In littleoveramonth,marcheswereheld
in themaincapital citieshoping toencourageothers to join
them.Theywerecalled “sixbobaday tourist” because
their paywasconsideredhighandmany thought thewar
wouldsoonbeover–whenBritain’snavyandarmywould

tackle theGermanenemy.

Theconvoywith theAustralianDivisionassembled in late
October, and theywere then joinedby theNew

Zealanders.They formed theAustralianandNewZealand
ArmyCorps- theAnzacs-on theirway toEuropeviaSuez
canalBut theAnzacsdisembarked inEgyptwhere they
encampednear thepyramids ready foractionagainst

Turkeywhichhad joinedGermany in thewar.

TheRussians,whowere fightingonGermany’seastern
front,wanted theBritishandFrench to tackle theTurks to
reducepressureonRussia.TheAnzacs joined theBritish
andFrench inadreadful baptismof fireatGallipoli. The
Britishcommandersanticipated that theGallipoli

peninsula.wouldbe “open to landingonveryeasy terms”
andTurkeywouldhavea forceofonly40,000 tomeet

them.

On25April 1915, theAnzacs landedatadifficult and
desolatespoton theGallipoli peninsulaand theTurks
appeared tobe ready for them.TheAnzacsmade little
headwayoveraseriesof rockyheightscoveredwith
thornyscrub.Atgreat costs theAnzacs,British,French
madesmall advances,but it’s forcewaswastingwith
casualtiesandsickness,while theTurkswereable to

reinforce their forces.

InAugustanotheroffensivewasmadeagainst theTurks,
casualtieswereheavy,but it failedandadefeatwas

inevitable,TheGallipoli campaignwasa debacle,Military
censorshipprevented the truestorybeing toldbutayoung
Australian journalist,KeithMurdoch (fatherofAustralian
newspaper tycoonRupertMurdoch)smuggled thestory
about thescaleof theDardanellesdisasterback to the
AustralianPrimeMinisterwhosent it on to theBritish

militaryestablishment. It leddirectly to thedismissalof the
Britishcommander,Sir IanHamiltonwhoneveragainwas

toholdaseniormilitaryposition.

TheBritishgovernmentorderedanevacuation.Byday,
theAnzacskeptup their attackswithmoreAnzacs

observed tobe landing–bynight the forcewaswithdrawn,
brokenonlybysporadic rifleandgunfire.On20December
1915, theAnzac retreatwascomplete,unnoticedby the
Turkswhocontinued tobombardwithout casualty.The
evacuationwas thealliesmost successful operation in

Gallipoli.

ABritishRoyal commission intoGallipoli concluded that
from theoutset the riskof failureoutweighed it’s chances
of success.TheBritishhadcontributed468,000 in the
battle forGallipoliwith33.512killed.7,636missingand

78,000wounded.

THEAnzacs lost8,000men inGallipoli and further18,000
werewounded.TheAnzacswenton toservewith

distinction inPalestineandon thewestern front inFrance.
Australiahadapopulationof fivemillion–330,000served
in thewar,59,000werekilled.NEWZealandwitha

populationofonemillion lost18,000menoutof110,000

A Day to Forget
It was 5th January 1992, my birthday. Our van was parked on the hill at the camp on the Great Fingal
mine site at Day Dawn ( 7 Kms south of Cue). At about 2-30 pm with a can of beer in my hand I
stepped out of the annex and was greeted by a rather scary site. The entire southern sky from east to
west was a monstrous dust cloud from the ground to the top of the sky. I called to Val (Wifey) to come
and have a look. We stood there for about a minute and the gentle breeze suddenly turned into a
roaring wind and we could see the dust cloud was getting closer. I said, we had better get back inside.
Ten seconds after stepping back inside the annex it happened. With an enormous noise the annex
seemed to explode and flew upwards with poles flying everywhere, cupboards flipping over and
annex poles and gear going everywhere. My can and Val’s wine glass got sucked up out of our hands
never to be seen again. Canvas, steel poles and pegs etc flew everywhere around us and the caravan.
The pantry cupboard tipped over and knocked the fridge over leaving a mess of corn flakes, pickled
onions and cooking oil etc, etc spread over the annex floor. The caravan was pushed off the jacks and
we weren’t sure what was coming next, so we weren’t very keen about going back into the caravan.
We slowly walked at about a 45 degree angle into the wind and stood on the safe side of the other
dongers and buildings. Women are lucky because they can cry when things go wrong, but the blokes
have to keep a clear head. We then drove into Cue and found our son Robert who was at the local with
half a dozen mates. In a very short amount of time they all jumped into a Ute and drove out to our van.
They told Val and I that, the best way we could help was go into the dongers and leave it to them.
Which we did. They had all the annex dismantled and folded and the annex pad clear in about an hour
while the wind was screaming around them. The wind continued non stop till about 5pm that day and
at Meekatharra (120 km north) they recorded 125 Kph winds at the airport. Amazingly neither of us
received a scratch. About 6 weeks later I was detecting about 2 kilometres away on the side of a hill
and came across one of Val’s yellow plastic canisters.

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STUFF THAT DREAMS ARE MADE OF

A dig in the ribs from Wifey who says, “Turn the alarm off and get up, you are the smart arse who
wants to go at one O’clock”. Then the penny drops, today is D day after weeks of planning. My mate
Butch and I have 2 weeks of leave to spend metal detecting in the Gascoyne with our fail safe GT
16,000 detectors.

The trusty old Toyota Personnel carrier was loaded yesterday complete with 2 cartons VB that my
better half knows about. I drive over to Butch’s place we load the other 12 cartons which were
hidden behind the cement mixer at the back of his shed. I believe too much knowledge is more
dangerous than no knowledge where beer and women are concerned.
After leaving Perth at about 2 am we arrive in Cue at 9 am just in time to see the place waking up.
We filled up with diesel and stopped just out of Cue on the Big bell road to study our maps and
options. There are 4 roads out of Cue, South to Mt Magnet, North to Meekatharra, East to Sandstone
and west to Big Bell.
The great feature about Cue is, not only are all these destinations good detecting areas, but there are
dozens of proven patches on both sides of the roads which have probably yielded 20,000 ounces plus
over the last 10 or 12 years.

E.G. Mt Sandy 2,000ozs alone, then Klondike, Day Dawn, Webbs Patch and the Mainland etc, etc.
All these places have been dry blown, scraped and detected, but nobody gets the lot. I should say
here that our last two trips of two weeks each, only produced 13.5 Grams & 8 Grams each. That = 2
men X 1 Month = $322.50 divided by 2. Therefore our credibility with our wives is on the line on
this trip.
We decided to camp a couple of days on the Mainland (20 Kms south of Cue). On arrival we
changed our minds because although the sign writing was rough, the message was quite clear. After
tracking back to Cue, then out on the Sandstone road we set up camp at Webbs Patch under trees
where others had obviously camped. The sun was on the way down so we decided to get an hour of
detecting in before we succumbed to the mysterious magnetic force that the Engel fridge seems to
emit. After about 20 minutes, I turned up a nice one of about 10 grams. It took me about 10 seconds
to decide that’s better than the whole of last trip.
Time to open the bar.

While lounging back in my folda-chair and struggling through my 3rd can Butch wondered back. I
said “I’ve paid for my share of the booze and you can have a can when you do the same“. He said,
“OK smart arse” and plonked a 7.3 oz beauty on top of my humble contribution.

We stayed another 2 days for one piece about a gram. The same old story, you get a piece early and
it keeps you there for hours and sometimes days. On the fourth morning it was time for a change, so
up camp and over to the other side of town. Three hours of detecting turned up 0.5 grams and 3
grams at Cuddingwarra. We decided to camp at Golden Gate which is a bit further out on the other
side of the big Bell road. On the first day Butch turned up another beauty of 3 ozs, then nothing until
the third day when we got 3 each for a total of 10 grams. Although this is our best trip ever, it seems
with gold the more you get the more you want.
Over the remaining days we detected at Curtis Find, the Weld Ranges and finally on the way home
in the hills at the back of the Cue golf Coarse. These places gave up 1.5 Grams, 7 grams and 11
grams.
Wow, what a trip, we have detected at about 6 or 7 places and got a bit at every place.
The trip home was about an hour less than the trip up as we couldn’t wait to get home and get some
browney points on the board.

Ring,,,Ring,,,Ring,,,Ring.
There’s that lousy alarm again and wifey saying, “ it’s 7 o’clock, if you don’t get up you will be late for
work“.
“Yes my friends, that is the stuff dreams are made of“.

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1. Choose a Color

Choosing a color is the
hardest part. What's most
important is to find one that
will create a desired mood
and make you happy.

¥ If you really don't
have any idea about
what color to paint try
pulling a color out a
piece of art or area
rug that's in the room.
It's a guaranteed way
to find a
complimentary color.

¥ Take home several
paint chips and see
how they look in the
room. Hold them up to
the furniture, floors,
artwork, cabinets, and
anything else that's
already in the room.
Try to narrow it down
to three or four
choices.

¥ Get a small sample pot
of each color and paint
a large square on the
wall.

¥ Watch how the color
changes as the sun
moves across the sky
and the amount of
light in the room
changes.

2. Using More Than One
Color

If you're using more than
one color in the room
remember these paint tips.

¥ If you have a chair rail
or wainscoting and
you want to paint the
top and bottom of the
walls different colors
it's best to use the
darker color on the
bottom portion and
the lighter on top. The
light color will
dominate and the dark
color will have a
grounding effect.

¥ To accentuate trim
paint it a shade lighter
or a shade darker than
the walls. The same
goes for the ceiling.
Painting it a shade
darker will make the
room feel cozier,
painting it a lighter
shade will create an
airier feeling.

3. Paint Effects

Don't be afraid to think
outside the box and try
some different paint effects.
There's a lot you can do with
paint so there's no need to
do the walls all in the same
color. Some fun techniques
include color blocking,
stenciling, and color
washing. You can use

different colors on the same
wall, or for a subtle effect
you can use different
finishes. For example, try
painting a wall in a flat finish
and then stenciling a design
(such as damask) overtop
with a glossy paint. The
effect is subtle yet elegant.

4. Choose a Finish
Once you've chosen a paint
color and design you'll need
to decide on a finish (or
finishes).

¥ Flat: Offers a matte
finish, which is perfect
for covering walls with
a little wear and tear
because it doesn't
reflect light. Use flat
finishes anywhere you
want to cover
imperfections.

¥ Satin and Eggshell:
Popular for walls
because they have a
very slight shine and
are fairly easy to
clean.

¥ Semi Gloss and
Glossy: Both are quite
shiny which is why
they're popular for
trim. They also hold
up very well to
cleaning.

Top 10 Painting Tips and Tricks
Painting Tips Everyone Should Know Before Getting Started
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5. Determine the Amount
of Paint Needed

Add the width of all the walls
in the room together and
multiply the number by the
height of one wall (from floor
to ceiling). Take the total
and subtract the total area of
all the doors, windows,
archways, etc. This will get
you the exact area of wall
space you'll need to paint. A
general rule of thumb is that
a flat surface usually
requires one gallon for every
400 square feet. Take into
account how many coats you
think you'll need to do.

6. Prepare to Paint

Proper preparation is one of
the most important painting
tips and is key in getting a
professional looking paint
job.
¥ Move anything out of

the room that might
get in the way and
remove all necessary
hardware and fixtures.

¥ Wipe down the walls
with a solution of
water and a little bit of
dish soap. This will
remove dirt, dust and
grease.

¥ Fill any cracks with
plaster filler and sand
down any surfaces that
will be painted. Wipe
off any excess dust
from the sanding with
a damp cloth.

¥ Make sure you have all
the brushes, rollers,
and paint trays you will
need before starting.
Having to take a break
in the middle of
painting to run to the

hardware store will be
frustrating and slow
you down.

7. Tape Off Areas to be
Painted

It's time consuming but it's
worth it. Use painter's tape
to tape off the trim, ceilings,
windows, doors, and any
other necessary areas. It will
ensure you get a nice
straight line and you don't
cross over onto an area you
don't want painted.

8. Paint From the Top
Down

Always start painting from
the highest area to the
lowest. Start with the ceiling
or top of the walls and work
your way down. This way
you can catch any drips and
it won't ruin a freshly
painted wall.

9. Thin Coats Are Better
Than Thick

One of the biggest mistakes
people make is to put too
much paint on the brush. It's
far more effective to put a
small amount on the brush
or roller and use long, even
strokes to apply thin coats.
It's tempting to slather on a
lot of paint in the hopes of
not having to do another
coat, but the end result
won't look as good. Several
thin coats will do a better job
of covering the walls than
one thick coat.

10. Paint the Trim Last

There's some debate on this
topic, but quite often the
trim can catch some of the
spray that comes off of paint
rollers. For this reason it's
best to paint the trim last
since it will be done with a
brush and excess paint won't
get on the walls.

4. Shape into 12 balls and place in a greased 22x30cm pan. Cover and let rise in a warm place
until doubled, about 35-40 minutes.

The story begins with Harry Clifton receiving a call from Emma telling him that their son, Sebastian has been
killed in a car accident. Harry, who is on a book tour for his latest William Warwick book is in New York,
catches the first flight to London only to find out that it was not Sebastian who died in the car accident, but his
companion for the journey, Bruno Martinez.
Pedro Martinez, who is anyway mad at the Cliftons and the Barringtons for what they did to him in the
previous book goes all out there to seek revenge for his son Bruno's death, among other reasons. This time
his target becomes Barrington's more than 100 years old shipping company and he plays on the front foot to
ensure that the company goes bankrupt. He somehow manages to place Major Alex Fisher on the board of
directors of the company to keep a close watch on the inside happenings. Ross Buchanan, the chairman of
the company had to resign from his post after a debacle that has been carefully operated by Pedro to bring
the company down and Emma Barrington takes over as the new chairman of the board, which came as a
shock for Pedro. Emma, being a strong-headed woman that she is, fights the adversities that the shipping
company is facing along with tumultuous affairs on her personal front as well.Meanwhile, Sebastian, after the
accident, starts working for Cedric Hardcastle, Chairman of the Farthings Bank, as his assistant. Being an
intelligent man himself, Sebastian manages to impress his boss, as he himself is a shrewd banker. Cedric
Hardcastle plays an important role in the story and with an intelligent aide like Sebastian with him, manages
to pull off an operation against Martinez that goes wrong time and again.

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1. Take a screenshot
If you need a screenshot, whether it's to prove
your high score in a new game or to send an
important chart to the office, taking one is quick
and easy. Press and hold the Sleep/Wake button
(on the top of the iPad, on the right-hand side)
and the Home button at the same time.

2. Multi-touch gestures
It won't have escaped your notice that the iPad is
a touchscreen device but even those who have
mastered swiping, tapping and pinching to zoom
often don't know about some of the more
complex controls.

- Place four fingers on the screen and swipe
upwards to reveal the multitasking bar; swipe
down to close it again.
- Swipe left or right with four fingers to switch
between apps
- Pinch four fingers together to close the running
app and return to the homescreen. Do this very
slowly and you can watch the animation as the
app fades out and the homescreen fades in.
Hours of fun. Probably.
3. Typing tricks
There are several ways to make typing easier on
your iPad. Here are a few suggestions:
- Caps Lock: sometimes you need to type all in
capitals and hitting Shift before each letter is a
pain. Don't worry, Caps Lock is easy: make sure
the Caps Lock function is turned on in Settings -
General - Keyboard, and then double-tap either
shift button whenever you are typing to turn on
Caps Lock.
- Hidden punctuation: Apostrophes and speech
marks can be fiddly on the iPad's virtual
keyboard because they are tucked away on a
second keyboard. Or so you would think. In fact,
there are shortcuts to both on the main keyboard.

Just tap and hold the exclamation mark to get an
apostrophe and tap and hold the question mark
for speech marks.
- Split the keyboard: It can be hard to type on
the iPad when you are holding it in your hands.
Apple has an option to make this slightly easier
by allowing you to split the keyboard into two.
Just place two fingers near the centre of the
keyboard and drag them apart. The keyboard will
split into two, smaller halves - one on each side
of the screen - making it easier to hold the iPad in
two hands and type with your thumbsi.
- Shortcuts: If there are certain phrases, names
or other terms that you type frequently, you can
create shortcuts for them under Settings -
General - Keyboard. Type "omw", for example,
and the iPad will enter "on my way".
4. Parental controls
Children love iPads and there are some great
apps available for children. However, there are
plenty of reasons why you might want to control
the things your children are able to do with your
iPad. You might not want them to have
unrestricted access to the web, for example, and
it might be irritating if they delete your favourite
apps. You certainly don't want to let them loose
in the App Store if they're spending on your credit
card. All of those things and more can be set
within the Settings - General - Restrictions menu.
Once set, the Restrictions settings are pin-
protected so that only you can change them.
5. Tap titlebar to return to top
Scrolling all the way up to the top of a long page
can be irritating. That's why Apple included a
shortcut: just tap on the title bar at the top of the
screen to automatically jump to the top. This
should work across most apps, except for the
odd perverse developer who opts to turn it off,
thus condemning users to an irritating time
swiping screen after screen.
6. Find text on a page
On a computer CTRL+F is a handy way to find a
word or phrase on the page you're reading or in a
document. You can do the same thing on an iPad
too. Type the word or phrase you are looking for
into the search box in the top and if it appears on
the page then you will see an 'On This Page'
section in the search results. Tap that to see the
word highlighted on the page.

IPAD TIPS
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7. Conserve battery life
The iPad has pretty impressive battery life: 10
hours should be more than enough between
charges for most people. If you are on a very
long-haul flight, however, or you need to
conserve battery for some other reason, there
are a few things you can do. Turning down the
brightness (found in the Settings menu) will help,
as will switching off 3G, or even going to
Airplane mode completely when you don't need
any connectivity. If you do need to stay
connected, try fetching data less frequently (see
Settings: Mail, Contacts and Calendars).
8. Airplay mirroring
One of the best features of the iPad is the ability
to mirror the display to a television using AirPlay.
You'll need an Apple TV connected to your
television for this to work but assuming you have
one of those, this is a handy trick for sharing
photos with the family or just showing everyone
that hilarious video of a skateboarding cat.
Here's how it works: first, open the iPad's
multitasking menu by swiping upwards with four
fingers or double-tapping the home button, then
swipe left. You'll see a range of player controls
and, if your iPad is on the same WiFi network as
an Apple TV, you'll see the AirPlay logo - a
rectangle with a black triangle over the bottom
edge. Tap that to mirror your screen.

9. Fast app switching
If you have followed the tips above then you will
have seen this by now. Switching apps quickly is
very easy. It's not necessary to close one app
and then scroll through your apps to find the one
you want. Just open the iPad's multitasking
menu by swiping upwards with four fingers or
double-tapping the home button. You'll see all of
your recently opened apps. Scroll right and you'll
see even more. Just tap the one you want to
switch quickly. This is especially useful if you
want to copy-and-paste between one app and
another. Talking of which...
10. Copy/Paste
This is a tremendously useful feature. If you
need to copy text between, say, a document and
an email, just tap and hold on the text you want
to copy. The word you have tapped will be
highlighted and you'll see a bar with a blue circle
on it at each end of the word. Drag these bars to
select the text you want and then tap 'copy'.
Then go to the app you want to paste the text
into, tap and hold and then hit 'paste'.

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10 Good Uses for Salt

You can’t live without it healthily. At the same
time, you can’t live healthily with too much of it.
Get the balance right – in your food and in your
live – and salt is worth it’s own weight.

10 surprising good uses for salt

1. Deter ants
Sprinkle salt in doorways, on window sills and
anywhere else ants use to sneak into your
house. It’s a sure way to keep them out!

2. Kill grass and weeds growing in cracks in
your driveway
Tired of weeding your driveway? Sprinkle salt on
the grass and pour very hot water over it. Not
only is this a highly effective way to kill unwanted
plants, it’s also eco-friendly and cheap.

3. Say goodbye to fleas
If your dogs have fleas, simply wash their
doghouse and blankets in salt water. If you’re
worried your dogs may have brought fleas into
your house, simply sprinkle your carpets lightly
with salt and then brush it in. Leave it for 12
hours and vacuum thoroughly.

4. Pick up a dropped egg
If you drop an egg on the kitchen floor, sprinkle
salt on the mess and leave it there for 20
minutes. You’ll be able to wipe it right up.

5. Clean up oven spills quickly
If a pie or casserole bubbles over in the oven,
pour a handful of salt on top of the spill. It won’t
smoke, smell and, most importantly, will bake
into a crust that makes the mess easier to clean
once it’s cooled.

6. Clean brown spots off your iron
Simply sprinkle salt on a sheet of waxed paper,
slide the iron across it and rub lightly with silver
polish. Your iron will look like brand-new in no
time.

7. Remove stains from your coffee pot
Fill it with 1/4 cup of table salt and a dozen ice
cubes. Swish the mixture around, let it sit for half
an hour, fill it with cold water and rinse. Your
coffee pot will look brand new.

8. Keep your windshield frost-free
Dip a sponge into salt water and rub it on
windows, and they won’t frost up even when the
mercury drops below zero.

9. Shell nuts more easily
Soak pecans and walnuts in salt water for a few
hours before shelling them. Doing so will make it
easier to remove the meat.

10. Drip-proof candles
If you soak new candles in a strong salt solution
for a few hours, then dry them well, they won’t
drip when you burn them.

And some more uses

11. Tame a wild BBQ
Toss a bit of salt on the flames caused by fat
dripping from the grill. It’ll reduce the flames and
calm the smoke without cooling the coals (like
water would).

12. Soothe a bee sting
Wet the sting right away, then cover it with salt.

13. Stop a grease fire
Pouring salt on top of a grease fire will smother
it. Completely.

14. Cooking tip
If a soup or stew is too sweet, add a pinch of
salt.
