From The CEOs Deslk

On behalf of all the Shire staff we would like to wish you and your families a very Merry Christmas and a Happy,
Safe and Prosperous New Year. | would like to congratulate the Cue CRC for the excellent work they undertaken
in producing the ‘Dryblower’ for the past twelve months.

The past month has been busy for the Administration with preparations for Cue Parliament; attending the
Murchison Executive Group meeting at Wooleen; Volunteers night — with a special mention for Neil and Maggie,
Steve Manning and Vicki Blackmore, without people such as these our town would be very much the poorer.
Significant time has been spent on compliance issues such as the Audit and Regulation 17 — Risk Management.

A new disinfection chlorination plant has been installed in the Water Park and various maintenance works
carried out. The result of this work is that the water is now automatically kept in balance in respect to pH and
chorine levels; the water pressure has increased markedly and all of the water features are working as they were
originally designed to work. | remind patrons to ensure that this area is kept clean and sanitary with nappies
being disposed of appropriately and with younger patrons who require such garments to wear water proof
nappies. Every time the system gets contaminated with faecal matter it is required to be closed for a
considerable period of time and this is not fair on other users of the facility who do the right thing.

Work on the Austin Street island reticulation system is now complete. It has only been operational for one week;
already | can see the difference in the quality of the lawn. The same can be said for the Rose Garden.
Unfortunately much of the work that has been carried out on the gardens has been replacing existing
infrastructure that was either not fit for purpose, poorly maintained or defective. Now that these have been
repaired we will be able to get on with new works. At the last ordinary meeting of Council it was resolved to trial
the laying of some artificial grass in Darlot Street and Robinson Street.

There has been a concerted effort in and around town to reduce the number of Dogs that are wandering around.
It is reminded that there are significant penalties for the owners of animals that are found to be wandering. The
Shire Ranger and authorised staff are taking a no tolerance approach to wandering dogs; dog traps are being
deployed to capture these wandering dogs, once caught they will be placed in the pound and will only be
released if the animal is registered with all fees being paid, this can be in excess of $300.

Road works on the flood damaged roads is progressing with work on the Dalgaranga Road nearing completion.
The Shire staff has finished works on Kali Road and are now getting ready to commence construction work on
Cue — Wondinong Road where there is 6.2 kilometres of re-construction to undertake.

I would like to start by introducing myself, Sergeant Nick WILSON, Officer in Charge at the Cue Police Station.
Having only been in town a couple of weeks | am already impressed by the friendly nature of locals and the
attractions the area has to offer. | have only had a warm welcome from all members of the community to date.

| am a no nonsense officer with a firm focus on our local community and enforcement of all offences with a proactive
view of prosecuting those responsible. On this note, whenever you see the front door to the police station open it
means we are in the office and available and | would be very interested in hearing what is happening in the
community. Working together we can make Cue a safer community and stamp out anti-social behaviour and other
issues the town maybe experiencing. If you don’t tell us about issues arising, we can’t do anything about it. Issues
raised anonymously through public media relating to anti-social behaviour, street drinking and incidents that disturb
the peace are nearly impossible to follow up and stamp out, so please contact police and make us aware as the
incidents are occurring. Cue itself has a very low rate of these offences and by working together | am sure we can
stamp them out completely.

It has been an ongoing request from members in our community to be informed on crime statistics in and around the
Cue Shire. Western Australian Police have an internet site which enables you to see the current crime statistics for
any area within Western Australia. The site can be reached through the Western Australian Police website.

Our crime statistics cover residential burglaries, commercial burglaries, motor vehicle theft, graffiti and vandalism.
Each offence is listed by suburb. If no offences were recorded in a suburb it will not be listed.

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Home and Property Security

Please continue to monitor your personal and home security throughout the warmer months. Keep doors and
windows locked, and garage doors closed. During the summer, homeowners are often in and out frequently, and
enjoy leaving windows open to enjoy the warm weather, but this isn’t wise from a home security standpoint. Even
leaving a door or window unlocked for a brief period of time can be an opening for a criminal. Leaving garage doors
open can give burglars and criminals a glimpse of tempting items they may want to steal, and can also give them
information about other access points to a home.

This can be extended to motor vehicles also, nothing is more tempting for a crook than an unlocked vehicle when
there are valuables in a vehicle.

Damage at the Public Tollets

At some stage over the weekend someone decided to take it upon themselves to defecate in the hand basin at the
public toilets. This behaviour constitutes an offence of Criminal Damage which can carry a term of imprisonment. If
anyone has any information please contact Cue Police. Not only is the act itself disgusting, but there are those who
have to clean it up and it is not a good image of the town for anyone stopping to use the amenities on the way
through.

Give Way to Emergency Vehicles

Do you know what to do if you encounter an emergency vehicle when driving?

An emergency vehicle is described as a vehicle with flashing blue or red lights; it's generally a police, fire or
ambulance vehicle. Emergency vehicles use flashing lights and sirens when travelling to emergencies and life
threatening situations.

It's the responsibility of all road users to know how to respond to emergency vehicles when driving. It is an offence
not to give way to an emergency vehicle that has its lights flashing and or its sirens activated. The offence carries a
$150.00 fine and 4 Demerit Points.

So, what do | do?

- Don't panic, it’s important that you stay calm.

- As soon as you see the lights or hear the sirens, check to see which direction the emergency vehicle is coming
from and think carefully about how you’re going to react.

- Be weary of other road users, some drivers tend to panic and can behave bizarrely when they are confronted with
the flashing lights and loud sirens.

- Give way by merging left if it is safe to do so.

- If you cannot move left safely you should slow down or stop and let the emergency vehicle overtake you.

- Do not speed up or try to outrun the vehicle as this is dangerous.

8800. Feel free to call at any time 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Don’t forget though, in an emergency always call
000. If we are not at the station the phones will divert to Geraldton Police Station who will then advise us to contact
you at the next possible opportunity.

In discussion with the SMCL’s Wajarri Liaison Committee and leaders within the field of
Aboriginal employment, education and training many gaps have been identified for Wajarri
people to obtain and maintain employment in the Mid West region.

A maximum of 3 missed driving lessons will be allowed before the
participants place will be given to the next Wajarri person who has been on the wait list.

The Wajarri Drive Program is a great opportunity for Wajarri people to gain their drivers
licence and take a huge step forward to securing employment and their future.

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Some Australian facts for December -

Cyclone Tracy, Darwin December 1974

The northern Australian city of Darwin was devastated early on Christmas morning
1974 when hit by the tropical weather depression that was given the name Cyclone
Tracy. As the eye of the cyclone passed over the city between midnight and 7am on
Christmas morning, torrential rain fell and the winds were officially recorded at 217
kilometres per hour prior to the Bureau of Meteorology anemometer being destroyed.
Houses and other buildings disintegrated under the onslaught, accompanied by the
sounds of flying debris and breaking glass. Records have identified 66 names of
individuals who perished as a result of the cyclone (53 on land and 13 at sea), and
many more were injured. Seventy per cent of Darwin’s homes were destroyed or
suffered severe damage, and all public services — communications, power, water and
sewerage — were severed.

Every December

The Sydney to Hobart Yacht Race (sometimes referred to as the Bluewater Classic in
the Australian media) is an annual event hosted by the Cruising Yacht Club of Australia,
starting in Sydney, New South Wales on Boxing Day and finishing in Hobart, Tasmania.
The race distance is approximately 630 nautical miles (1,170 km) The race is run in co-
operation with the Royal Yacht Club of Tasmania, and is widely considered to be one of
the most difficult yacht races in the world.

The Eureka Stockade December 1854

Named after the 'Eureka lead', a deep lead of gold being mined by the diggers where
they constructed the famous stockade. The stockade itself was a makeshift wooden
barricade enclosing about an acre of the goldfields. Inside the stockade some 500
diggers took an oath on the Southern Cross flag, and over the following two days
gathered firearms and forged pikes to defend the stockade. Early in the morning of
Sunday 3 December the authorities launched an attack on the stockade. The diggers
were outnumbered and the battle was over in twenty minutes. Twenty-two diggers
and five troops were killed. The Southern Cross flag was pulled from the flagpole and
souvenired by the victors. On 6 December martial law was declared, and the following
day a Commission into the goldfields was appointed. Thirteen diggers were committed
for trial, but all were acquitted when they came to trial in February 1855. Peter Lalor
avoided capture. The only person imprisoned as a result of the Eureka Stockade was
the Editor of the Ballarat Times, Henry Seekamp, who was found guilty of seditious
libel.

The Eureka legacy

The Eureka rebellion is considered by some historians to be the birthplace of
Australian democracy. It is the only Australian example of armed rebellion leading to
reform of unfair laws. The Southern Cross flag has been used as a symbol of protest by
organisations and individuals at both ends of the political spectrum.

Death of the last Gallipoli Digger December 9th 1997

The death of Mr Ted Mathews; about 50,000 Australians served on Gallipoli, some
8,000 died in 1915. Mr Ted Mathews was the last survivor of those who landed at
Gallipoli on 25th April 1915.

Support Grants Launched for Regional Businesses

State Government grants of up to $25,000 are now available to help regional businesses improve
their competitiveness and engage with major projects in Western Australia.

The second regional round of the Industry Facilitation and Support Program (IFSP) would enable
eligible small to medium-sized businesses to apply for up to $25,000 in matched funding through the
State Government’s Royalties for Regions program.

Regional businesses and economies have many opportunities to benefit from major projects
happening across Western Australia.” Vince said.

“Supporting and engaging local businesses when entering the market can help to strengthen the local
economy. This in turn brings on enormous flow-on benefits to the communities.”

A total of $400,000 was awarded to 31 companies in the first round, resulting in the creation of more
than 20 new jobs, six apprenticeship positions and generating almost 70 contracts worth more than
$21 million.

“Previous grants were used to purchase new equipment, upgrade facilities, engage expert consultants
and provide staff with specialised training.” said Vince.

“l am pleased to see Royalties for Regions funding supporting regional businesses and economies
to engage in major markets and also look beyond our borders to national and international supply
chains.”

The second round of the program had been broadened, with the amount available increasing from
$20,000 to $25,000 and the turnover threshold cap boosted. The eligible sectors have expanded to
include agribusiness and tourism. Previous IFSP recipients would also be eligible to apply

The IFSP assists businesses to increase their competitiveness and help them succeed as suppliers to
major market including the resources, utilities, food, tourism and government sectors.
